Common Questions

What is a Colonoscopy?

A colonoscopy is the examination of the large
intestine with a long flexible tube that is about
the thickness of a finger. It is inserted into the
rectum and passed through the large intestine.

What happens if polyps are found?

Polyps will be removed if possible and sent for
examination under the microscope.

Will the doctor speak to me after the
exam?

Yes. Your doctor will speak to you and your
family in the recovery area. You will receive
written instructions after the exam.

Will | feel any discomfort during the
procedure?

No. You will be sedated through your
intravenous line with medication.

Why do | have to come in early for my
procedure?

* To complete consent forms.
* To complete nursing assessment forms.
* To start [V fluids.

* To receive |V antibiotic medications when
needed.

*Pregnancy test or waiver required of all
patients of child bearing age.

How to prepare for your
Colonoscopy

* At time of scheduling, tell us if you are allergic
to latex or antibiotics.

Day Before Exam

* Clear liquids all day
(see back for suggested clear liquids)

* DO NOT have the following:
Solid foods
Milk Products
Red Jello

* Dose 1 - 5:00 pm 4 Visicol Tablets + 8 oz
ginger ale

* Dose 2 - 5:15 pm 4 Visicol Tablets + 8 oz
ginger ale

* Dose 3 - 5:30 pm 4 Visicol Tablets + 8 oz
ginger ale

* Dose 4 - 5:45 pm 4 Visicol Tablets + 8 oz
ginger ale

* Dose 5 - 6:00 pm 4 Visicol Tablets + 8 oz
clear liquid which should include ginger ale
(ginger ale helps to dissolve tablets)

Total 20 tablets
*Allow 15 minutes between doses

* You MUST continue drinking clear liquids until
bedtime.

Call MD if difficulty with preparation, or no
bowel movement before bedtime

Day of Exam
4 hours prior to arrival
* Dose 1 am 4 Visicol Tablets + 8 oz
ginger ale
* Dose 2 am 4 Visicol Tablets + 8 oz

clear liquid which should include ginger ale
(ginger ale helps to dissolve tablets)

Total 8 tablets

* YOU MUST NOT DRINK ANYMORE CLEAR
LIQUIDS AFTER YOUR MORNING LAXATIVE
